This computer generated picture shows the W eeks Block, on the 

corner of Central and Pleasant Streets, then the Parker House, the 
Þrst hotel in W oodsville, and then the W entworth Hotel.   

The Parker House started as a boarding house and then, in 1872, 
it was sold to John Davis who started operating it as a hotel in 1873.

Several people either owned or operated the hotel in the next 
few years. D.L  Hawkins and S. E. Nutter , Oscar Johnson and Mr . 
Hawkins, Mr . Richardson, Ladd & Nimms, J. E. Hamilton, Chester 
Abbott, George Higgins followed by C. H. Hosford.  Charles W oodman 
purchased the hotel and then Mr . Schaefer took over .  

There were livery stables in back of the hotel. The stables were 
run by A. E. Davis and in 1893 W . H. Hornblower , a veterinarian, 
shared space in the building.  Livestock auctions were held near the 
stables from time to time.

Chase and Battis took over the livery operation in 1904 and 
updated it with the newest equipment available at the time.

Chase and Doe were the next occupants of the Parker House 
stables. Davis & Clough took over the stables in 191 1 and sold out in 
1911 to Davis & Rinehart.

In earlier years the White House Cafe was a popular place to eat. 
It was a street car diner and is seen in old pictures in various 
locations along Main ( Central ) Street. 

In 1903 Mr. Fred A. Beebe, owner of the White House Cafe, 
leased space in the Parker House.  He moved his business to a 
permanent location on the lower ß oor of the building.  



The alarm sounded early in the morning of Febuary 12th, 1912. 
Fire had broken out in the Parker House.

        

It was an intense Þ re and it spread quickly throughout the entire 
structure.  Patrons were lucky to escape unharmed, leaving most all 
of their belongings behind.

The debris was removed and a new brick building was erected 
by Richard henderson. Henderson had been operating his moving 
picture theater in the last building on the street, before the bridge, 
presently Allen!s Cocktails and candlepins.

The new building was ready for occupancy in 1914.
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
